Currently enrolled as a senior student in good standing and a candidate
for graduation from a North Coast Section member high school.
Currently earning a cumulative GPA (grades 9-12) of 3.3 or higher.
Participated in a varsity sport during his/her senior year.
Demonstrated a commitment to school investment through school
leadership or school service.

Demonstrated a commitment to community investment through
volunteerism (e.g. volunteer work in social, youth, church and/or other
community service).

Enroll in and begin study at a two- or four-year college within one
year of graduating from high school.

The $1000 scholarships are to be used toward tuition, fees and/or
books at the college of the student's choice.

The $1000 scholarships are to be used for the 2010-11 school year and
are non-transferable.

The scholarship funds will be distributed to selected students after the
North Coast Section receives proof of acceptance from the colleges
the students will be attending.
